After value engineering,
mortises were replaced with Grade 1 GT Series cylindrical locks saving about 15% on the
hardware package. The GT lock was a no-brainer, it's known in the industry as a heavy-duty”
bullet-proof” lock, a perfect fit for the application.

“We couldn’t be happier with the operation of the door hardware” said Tom Sobeck, CEO of
PIE&G. “It was one of the areas in the construction process where we didn’t experience any
glitches.
